Jigsaw Simulation- Confederation Conferences

Two Conferences took place to discuss Confederation:

1st-September 1864 in Charlottetown ,PEI

2nd- October 1864 Quebec City

You will be divided into teams representing the different colonies that participated...

Canada East, Canada Wes ,Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, PEI, Newfoundland.

You will build arguements for or against Confederation and then meet at a conference and debate the outcome.




Step 1:

Prepare notes on the colony's strengths and weaknesses(geographic,economic,social) and benefits, drawbacks of confederation..
